Jay Williams, Andy's father, was the local music dealer who organized the
smalt town church choir. The entire Williams famify — mother, father, and
the four Williams brothers {Bob, Dick, Don and Andy} became the mainstay

- of the choir. It wasn’t too long before the Williams family packed their bags
and headed for Des Moines, where the Williams Brothers achieved tremen-
dous popularity and wound up with their own radio show.

The word travelled throughout the mid-west and WLS in Chicago Wooed the
quar’tet.

While Andy was still in High School, the family moved to Los Angeles. The

Successful summer-TV shows, smash hit hour-long =
spectaculars, and finally the “Andy Williams Show” which debuted in 1962
and was an instant success.
