Gustav Holst was a famous British orchestra composer who frequently set words to music, including poems by the American
poet, Walt Whitman. Holst’s St. Paul’s Suite for string orchestra was written for the St. Paul’s Girls School Orchestra and
published in 1913. His best known work is The Planets, first performed in 1918, the same year as the end of World War I.
