Andrew’s compositions and arrangements for guitar have gained him wide
recognition among both musicians and audiences — besides his own performances of
his works, classical guitarist John Williams has made Andrew’s compositions a consis-
tent part of his worldwide concert programming, and recorded “Lullaby” and "Sun-
burst” on his CBS Records release Spirit of the Guitar, Music of the Americas. American
guitarists Christopher Parkening and David Brandon feature Andrew’s "Evening
Dance” on their Angel/ EMI recording Virtuoso Duets, and Scott Tennant’s debut re-
cording on GHA Records includes two of Andrew’s compositions.

Andrew’s own discography includes his solo albums Denouement on GSP Re-
cordings and Perfect Sky on Artifex Records, Ecstasy, an album of guitar duos on New
World Records, and inclusion on the Windham Hill Records’ Guitar Sampler and
Rhino Records’ Legends of the Guitar - Classical. Andrew’s compositions appear in print
worldwide from Guitar Solo Publications in San Francisco and Ricordi in London.

Andrew has been featured on the magazine covers of Gendai Guitarin Japan
and Classical Guitar in England, and interviews have also appeared in Acoustic Guitar
and Guitar Player in the US.A.
